health issues 

When students are in the camp, they work and interact very close ly  to each other.

length of study  

ESLplus Summer English Fun Camp runs within the summer months , for  eight  
weeks .  Students may start their course of study at any time during the camp 
period (recommended:  start  on  any Monday  ï or Tuesday if Monday is a 

holiday -  and end on any Friday).  All incoming, new students are assessed by 
the teachers.  

ESL program 

Our ESL cla sses are small ï each 
group ideally not more than 20 , 

taught by one teacher, assisted by 1 -2 
teaching volunteer s.   

language assessment 

The language test has all components of 
language communication:  speaking, 
listening, reading and writing.  Students 
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are evaluated and then placed either in the beginning,  intermediate or advanced 
level, ideally within their age group.  

homework 

Parents, guardians and/or Homestay hosts play a very important role in supporting 
students in their homework completion: a quiet  place to work, paper and writing 
tools, time to work and encouragement to ñdo the jobò.  The homework sheet is 

the daily record of homework assignments.  It is to be signed by the parent/  
guardian/  homestay host and returned everyday.  

volunteers 

Volunteer s provide assistance in classrooms and field trips.  We are always 
grateful to people who offer their help, whether itôs once during the week or every 

day.  If you have some time and interest in volunteering, sign up with the teacher 
or give us a call or e -mail, and weôll find just the right opportunity for you to get 

involved.  

As per government and ESLplus policies, all volunteers must submit recent 
criminal record check.   

visiting the camp  

For the childrenôs safety, all 
parents, friends or guardians are

¶ Possessing a weapon, including a firearm  
¶ Using a weapon to cause or to threaten bodily harm to an other person  

¶ Committing sexual assault or misconduct  
¶ Committing a robbery  

¶ Irregular attendance or habitual tardiness at camp  
¶ Violence or impolite behaviour towards fellow students, teachers, homestay 

hosts and Holy Name of Mary College School  staff  
¶ Disreg ard of camp rules  

¶ Intentionally disrupting class routines  

If an international student is advised of dismissal from the camp, the parents or 

guardians are responsible to book an early flight back to their country.  ESLplus 
will not be legally responsible a nymore after the date of dismissal.   If parents or 

guardians refuse to communicate, the student will be transferred to police custody 
until the date of the studentôs departure.  Absolutely no refunds in this 

situation .
