length of study 

ESLplus Summer Intensive English Program runs within the summer 

months, beginning late June.  Students may start their course of study 
at any time during the program period (recommended:  start on any 

Monday – or Tuesday if Monday is a holiday - and end on any Friday).  
All incoming, new students are assessed by the teachers. 

ESL program 

Our ESL classes are small – each group not more than 20, taught by 
one teacher, assisted by 1-2 teaching volunteers.   
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language assessment 

The language test has all components of language communication:  speaking, 
listening, reading and writing.  Students are evaluated and then placed either in 

the beginning, intermediate or advanced level. 

homework

If an international student is advised of dismissal from the program, he or she is 

responsible to book an early flight back to their country.
